The ART from the ashes Exhibition, in partnership with the Glendale Parks & Open Space Foundation, raised over $40,000 in art donations and sponsorships.  During the 4-week run of show, the ART from the ashes gallery welcomed over 2000 guests; hosted private and public events for the Set Decorators Society of America, Green Drinks LA, Record Store Day and the San Gabriel Chapter of the American Society of Foresters; and became an inspirational gathering space for the community. 

The diversity of mediums including ceramics, wood, metal and glass sculpture, photography, mixed media, painting, jewelry, haute couture and stop-motion animation provided a broad spectrum of art to choose from and resulted in the sale of 95 pieces during the run of the exhibition.  

In addition to providing support for communities impacted by wildfire, ART from the ashes strives to provide a portal for contributing artists.  This mission was recognized as the exhibition provided a gateway for three individual artist commissions as well as photography work purchased for use on set in a high profile television series and artist works featured in various press outlets including Treehugger and Interior Design Magazine.


A portion of the proceeds from this exhibition, developed in partnership with the Glendale Parks & Open Space Foundation, will support restoration efforts for Glendale’s Deukmejian Wilderness Park, a 709 acre natural land area in that was destroyed in the August 2010 Station Fire.
